Hurricane Preparedness
June 1st is the beginning of the hurricane season.  Should the threat of a hurricane be predicted for our area, it is extremely important that you take all steps possible to prevent windstorm damage to your Unit.  We suggest you take these minimum precautions whenever hurricane warnings are broadcast.
1.            Clear everything from your balcony decks or outside Townhouse deck.
2.         Remove all screens from windows and doors and close storm panels.
3.           Apply painters blue masking tape (not duct tape) to the interior surface of 
glass, especially sliding glass doors.  The tape will help keep glass from flying if it should break.  This particular type of tape leaves no residue on the glass when removed.
4.           If necessary, be ready to move your vehicle to a designated safe area.
5.           Purchase items from the attached list and keep them in your Unit.  These supplies typically 
             sell out quickly when a storm warning is posted.
             
Cooperation in observing these basic precautions is important to avoid causing additional damage to your Unit or common areas from storm-related issues.  
A normal hurricane season has been predicted for this year, so please review the contents of this informational letter and act accordingly.  Available Belmont staff should not be relied upon to assist individual Owners, as their first priority is to take protective measures to secure common areas.
Suggested Hurricane Supply List
1.    Two flashlights with batteries, and an extra set of batteries for each one.  In the Midrise buildings, the emergency lights in the common areas will only operate for a short period of time and are designed to allow immediate safe egress from the building.  They do not provide long-term alternative lighting.
2.    Candles, Glow sticks and a butane lighter (not matches), along with candleholders that will properly support the candle.
3.    A standard telephone that does not need to be plugged into an electrical outlet to operate.  As telephone-switching stations usually have generators, telephone service tends to operate during power outages.  Without a simple telephone that does not require electricity, your telephone will not work until your Unit power is restored.
4.    Fill your propane tank (Townhouse and 1st floor Midrise Owners only) or buy charcoal for your outdoor grill for cooking.  Buy a manual can opener for canned goods.  Fill your bathtub with water for use in flushing toilets, as town water requires electricity to be pumped.  Have a minimum of ten (10) gallons of bottled water available for your use. 
5.    A small first aid kit and a one month supply of prescription medications.
6.    Several rolls of blue painter’s masking tape to use for taping the interior side of glass windows and doors.
7.    A disposable camera to photograph any damage that might occur in your Unit. 
Almost all of the above items can easily fit into a small box and can be stored in your Unit until needed. 

Don’t wait until a hurricane warning is issued, as most of the supplies on this list quickly disappear from stores.

THE BELMONT IS NOW FULLY PREPARED FOR THE ARRIVAL OF THE SOMEWHAT DIMINISHED HURRICANE EARL. WE ADVISE THAT YOU DO NOT BECOME COMPLACENT AS YOU ARE LIVING DIRECTLY ON THE BEACH AND ANY DEVIATION FROM THE CURRENT TRACK COULD MEAN A MORE DIRECT HIT FOR OUR AREA.

THE CABANAS ARE ALL BOARDED UP, THE BOARDWALKS ARE PULLED AND THE RESTAURANT AND POOL DECKS ARE CLEARED. THE TENNIS COURT PRIVACY SCREENS HAVE BEEN REMOVED AND ANY OTHER AREAS OF THE PROPERTY THAT MAY BE VULNERABLE TO HIGH WINDS, ARE PROTECTED. IF YOU ARE IN THE MID RISE BUILDINGS, PLEASE DO NOT OPEN THE COMMON AREA WINDOWS.

IF THE BELMONT LOSES POWER, YOUR HARD WIRED TELEPHONE WILL WORK AND YOU CAN LEAVE A POWER OUTAGE NOTICE WITH NATIONAL GRID AT 800-592-2000.

THE GARAGES WILL BE OPEN FOR ANYONE THAT WISHES TO PUT THEIR CAR INSIDE FROM 6PM TO 8PM.  WE ASK THAT YOU REMOVE YOUR CAR FIRST THING IN THE MORNING TO ALLOW YOUR NEIGHBORS TO GET OUT. IF YOU PLACE YOUR  CAR IN THE MID RISE GARAGE, PLEASE PUT YOUR TELEPHONE NUMBER ON YOUR CAR SO THAT SOMEONE MAY CONTACT YOU, SHOULD THEY NEED TO. NO ONE WILL BE ABLE TO LEAVE THE GARAGE, ONCE THEY ARE CLOSED AT 8:00PM.

THE RESTAURANT WILL BE OPEN FOR LUNCH TOMORROW AND SUNDAY AND FOR DINNER TOMORROW AND SUNDAY. PLEASE VISIT ON THIS LAST WEEKEND OF SERVICE AND SHOW YOUR SUPPORT.

	****** HURRICANE UPDATE 9/2/10 ******

The Cape is under a hurricane watch which means that hurricane force winds exceeding 74 MPH are expected to buffet the cape within 48 hours. In addition to yesterday’s precautions, the staff is taking further actions to protect the common areas of the Belmont. We will be boarding up all the cabanas this afternoon and there will be no access until the storm has completely subsided. We will remove the cabana covers on Saturday afternoon if the weather permits. The Tennis Court privacy netting has been removed and all the chairs and tables in the pool area and on the restaurant deck will be secured.

Belmont Employees will not be expected to assist owners during the storm. If you need assistance, please call 911. 
Do not attempt to use the elevators during the storm as the power may go out and you will become trapped. Emergency Services might take a long time to respond to an elevator entrapment as they will have many other issues to deal with in a storm of this magnitude. 
Do not call the emergency number for power outages as there is nothing that the Belmont can do to rectify this.

If you have a second car and wish to use the underground garages, please read the following carefully! All automobiles that do not normally have an assigned space in the garage will be required to move out as soon as the storm has passed. If you put your car in the garage, you may not put it there until Friday evening at 6:00pm to assure that owners with assigned spaces have use of their space. The garage doors will be open from 6pm to 8pm. The doors will not be opened after 8:00pm under any circumstances. If you park behind someone car, please leave your phone number on your car so they may contact you if they need to move in an emergency.

Due to the impending threat of Hurricane Earl, the following is an advisory to all Belmont Residents
.
The storms predicted track is somewhat close to the Cape and tropical storm force winds may affect south facing beaches. These winds can range from sustained winds greater than 30kts, with gusts to higher than 50kts. The track is not definite yet; however the possibility exists and therefore we are taking the following precautions.

The boardwalks to the beach are being removed due to the possibility of storm surge and they will be stored for the winter season. They will not be placed back down this season.

From the A/P today!
HYANNIS — Cape Cod and the Islands will likely be hit with winds approaching hurricane force as Earl moves north later this week. However, it is still too early to predict whether the hurricane will make landfall in the region.
Bill Read, National Hurricane Center Director, said that the Category 3 hurricane, which is moving north at 15 mph, is expected to turn east in the area of the Outer Banks of North Carolina tomorrow. 
The hurricane is then expected to accelerate and expand as it heads north arriving in the Cape and Islands latitudes Friday night and into Saturday morning, Read said during an 11:30 a.m. telephone press conference that included FEMA Administrator Craig Fugate.
At this point, Read predicted the storm track to fall between the southern Massachusetts coastline and 200 miles out to sea. Earl is expected to degrade as he heads north into cooler waters. There will be a large swath of rain and tropical storm winds in eastern Connecticut, all of Rhode Island, the eastern third of Massachusetts with winds approaching hurricane force on Martha's Vineyard and Nantucket, Read said. Area residents should be prepared for power outages from wind-whipped and fallen branches and trees.
The Cape and Islands region will experience very high surf, rip tides and erosion from the passing storm, Read said.
Cape and Island residents and tourists are advised to create a plan to evacuate the area if that becomes necessary, Fugate said. Evacuation plans are developed and executed by local officials because they know how much time is needed for a successful evacuation, so he advised area residents and visitors to keep abreast of local emergency information.
FEMA officials are flying supplies, such as water and generators, into New England today or tomorrow, Craig said. The supplies are meant for use after the hurricane passes the area if they are needed.
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
